THERMOMETER

Temperature is measured in two ways:

<Automatic temperature measurement=

Terperature is automatically measured every hour on the hour, with the temperature display then
being updated. However, measuremant will not be carried out if the Chronograph mode or
Time/Calendar moda is in the adjustmant mode (Binking display) at measuremant time,

<Temperature maasurement by button oparation=

If you change to the “calendar, termpearature display” in the Tima/Calendar mode, the temperatura
will be measurad &t 2-second intarvals for 2 minutes.

« If the watch is worn on the wrist during temperature maasurement, the body temperatura
affects measurerment.

For accurate temperature measuremeant, take the watch off and leave it in the measuring envi-
ronment at least for 20 to 30 minutes. The influence of body temperature depends on environ-
mental conditions such as diference batwaen atmospheric tamperature and body temperature
before taking the watch off, atc.

» Do not use the tharmometer out of the display range. Extramely hat or cold temperature may
cause breakdown of the watch.
